[n a spirit of cooperation and with a desire to encourage higher education among today’s
students, Spring Arbor University agrees to partner with Oakdale Christian Academy (OCA) by
providing admission to any Oakdale graduate who meets the following criteria:

e A cumulative GPA of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale
e An ACT Composite score of 22 or an SAT combined score of 1020
e Approval of an authorized OCA representative

[n addition, any international student who graduates from Oakdale Christian Academy will have
the TOEFL requirement waived by meeting these criteria:

¢ Attendance at Oakdale for at least two full academic years

¢ A cumulative GPA of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale for all coursework completed at OCA
¢ An ACT English score ot 25 or an SAT score of 600 in Reading

e Approval of an authorized OCA representative

This agreement is effective for three years commencing when representatives of both institutions
have signed, and may be renewed upon the continuing interest of both parties. Either school may
subsequently terminate this agreement with sixty days written notice to the other school.
